Unexpected Blessings on the Road of Service and Serving 
It’s an Uncle Foods Tuesday night and I’m in charge of coordinating and supervising clean-up. The 
first challenge of the evening: we are short on clean up volunteers. No problem, our “guests” are 
happy and eager to help clean up as an expression of their gratitude and investment in what 
happens here every Tuesday. The atmosphere is joyous and everyone is having fun, in spite of the 
fact that we had a plugged and overflowing toilet to take care of, two well used vacuums that 
suddenly ceased working and a dish washing machine that stopped running--with silverware and 
pots and pans still to go! 
 
Though a potential disaster, this particular evening will be memorable to me not because of the 
frustration of aging equipment but the experience of people pulling together.  Regular community 
volunteers, home free, homeless, struggling or not, worked side by side, conquering the challenges 
together in a spirit-filled effort of love and caring. The blessing morsel of God’s kingdom on earth! 
It’s Tasty Tuesday and a couple of new families have discovered the meal. What they did not 
expect was the environment we have created for this meal. Parents have the opportunity to relax 
and even be pampered as they don’t have to worry about washing dishes or taking care of kids who 
finish their food quickly and are ready to go. Well they go… to the youth room where volunteers are 
ready to engage them with loving attention and many craft and game activities. Parents trust their 
kids into our care and they open themselves to us by sharing their stories. This is a safe and warm 
“sanctuary” in a world of brokenness, struggles and pain. For a moment, the blessing of an earthly 
God-filled haven!    
 
Why do we invest so much energy and resources weekly into this ministry? Perhaps, the best 
answer comes from a hand written note left at one of our dining tables by one of our guests: 
“Thanks you so much you guys. It really means a lot that you’d put forth the kind of effort that you 
do. I pray the highest prayer for you. If it wasn’t for the kind of goodness and service that you 
people offer, I’m not sure I’d have the will to continue on. So thank you, and I love you very much. 
All the blessings in the universe to you!“ 
 
Scripture reminds us that “God loves a cheerful giver and that God is able provide us with every 
blessing in abundance, so that by always having enough of everything, we may share abundantly in 
every good work.”  2Corinthians 9:7-8 
 
I do believe it is this spirit, by which we serve on Tuesdays, that has opened the channels to God’s 
grace to the receiving of the Bishop’s Hunger Grant for the purchase of a much needed convection 
oven. The Southern District Hunger Coordinator expressed his deep appreciation for the innovative 
work we are doing to fight hunger in our conference. The coordinator also mentioned that our 
church is the only church in our conference doing such extensive efforts and engagement with 
those in need. The vote for the grant’s approval was unanimous! Is this perhaps the unexpected 
blessing of a homeless person’s prayer on our behalf?!? 
 
The blessings continue as the love and generosity of this congregation has already matched the 
funds needed to move ahead with the purchase of a convection oven. This will be a blessing that 
will allow us to cook in quantity more efficiently and with less energy!  
 

“Fulfillment happens when we open our hearts wide  

to loving and serving others!” 
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In every job, there are the “details”.  That is certainly 

true in my position here at the Church.  There are the 

routine tasks, the not-so-routine and the “once-in-

awhiles”.  And quite often one impacts another in 

ways you can’t always foresee.  It’s sort of like 

remodeling a house where you have an overall picture 

of how you want it to look in the end.  But to get to that 

vision, you have to map out all the tasks and in the 

correct order.  If you start one task without considering 

its implications upon other tasks, you may well find 

yourself redoing what you already did.  So what does 

that mean here?  Well, it means that in the “once-in-

awhile” task of sending out a mailing, I need to be 

certain that our database is up-to-date – with correct 

addresses, zip codes, phone numbers (both landline 

and cell), email addresses, birthdays and 

anniversaries, names and birthdays of children, etc. 

This even includes the sad occasions of death or 

divorce where names and addresses need to be 

corrected and/or updated -- which in turn means 

updating our anniversary list.  So  you can see how 

one thing impacts another.   

 

In the coming weeks, I will be posting a request in our 

Sunday bulletins asking that you provide me with and 

update of your information (EVEN if you think we have 

it).  This will ensure that you get our mailings and that 

we have a way to contact you when needed.  In my 

goal to serve all of you with professionalism and 

accuracy, this is crucial. We may either place an insert 

in the bulletin for you to complete, or we will have 

blank postcards on a table in the Narthex for you to fill 

out and return.  Thank you all in advance for your help 

and kindness.  And be sure to watch in the bulletin for 

an announcement pertaining to this.  In the meantime, 

blessings to you for a joyous Thanksgiving and 

Advent season.
