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       Have you ever noticed how many doors we 
have in our church? I can’t even count them 
mentally. I’m sure if I went room by room, 
hallway by hallway, I would find some I’ve 
never even noticed. 

 
       I was waiting for a meeting to start. From 
the vantage point of the sanctuary, I could see 
through the doors to the entry patio. As you 
know there are two sets of double-doors. I had 
unlocked the closest one to the sidewalk, 
figuring that folks would take the door that 
meant the least amount of steps (and I saved 
half my effort by only unlocking one set of 
doors). Surprise, surprise! Most folks went to 
the far door (the door closest to the office), and 
tried unsuccessfully to enter. 

 
       We have doors of habit, and doors  of 
convenience. 

 
       Have you ever considered the first-time 
visitor to our church? Imagine that this person 
is visiting Ashland and staying in a near-by Bed 
and Breakfast. They have seen our magnificent 
building on the corner of Laurel and N. Main, 
and decide to walk to service on a Sunday 
morning (Now this visitor is very proactive. 
There is no sign in front that says what time 
services are, but they looked up our church 
web page). They arrive and climb the steps to 
the Front Door. But it is locked!  
        
       We have doors we no longer need, but 
keep them looking functional. 

 
       Brian mentioned the difficulty he had 
giving directions to a visitor of how to get from 
the Narthex to Wesley Hall. For the first time 
he realized how many doors someone had to 
go through to get from Point A to Point B. Think 
about it: five sets of doors, with four direction 
changes!

       What doors in our church become 
unintentional barriers to the very people we 
want to welcome? 

 
       Jesus, in Rev. 3:20, imagines our inner 
being as a door, when he says he knocks 
and asks to come in.
